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University Blacks - Season 2010 In Brief

. University Blacks fielded 5 teams in the VAFA competition in 2010, with the
introduction of a Premier B Thirds team i presumably the first time University Blacks
have fielded 5 teams throughout its long history

. A total 175 players played for University Blacks in 2010, compared with 145 players in
2009

. The Seniors played 40 players throughout the season. The Reserves played 61, the Thirds
62, the U196 39, and the Clubbies 54

. New Registrations for the year totaled 112, while 70 Blacks players from season 2009 did
not play for Blacks in 2010. 61 players were granted clearances to play with other Clubs.
Of these, 22 were cleared to other VAFA Clubs, while the remainder went mainly to
Country Football Leagues.

. The Seniors played 13 new players to the Club in 2010. The standouts were Michael
Cousens (6 games), Jordan Foster (19), Joshua Gaylor (14), Tom Howgate (17), David
McVilly (9), Scott Myers (10), Charlie Richardson (20), David Robbins (17), Christopher
Walsh (19) and Scott Weekley (17). The new senior players totaled 154 senior games in
2010, from a total of 440 games i.e. 35%.

. New players to the Reserves included Isaac Anderson (18 games), James Clarke (10),
Thomas Huggins (14), Paul Kelly (9), and Scott Myers (10). Losses from 2009 included
Michael Battista (18 games), Dan Fitzpatrick (19), Joshua Forte (14), James Fuller (13),
Ed Hardy (18), Tim Legoe (16) and Kieran Prestige (11)

. The Thirds side consisted mainly of new players to the Club. Some 42 of the 62 players
were new to the Club

. Four of the five University Blacks teams reached the Preliminary Final, with the Reserves
going on to the Grand Final and an ultimate Premiership.

. In season 2010, the Club won 64% of all games played i.e. from a total of 93 games, 59
were won and 1 was drawn. In 2009, the percentage win was 58.1%, winning 43 games
from 74 played.

. The Reserves were on top of the ladder for all 18 weeks of the home and away season.
They finished the season with a percentage of 331.99%, the second highest in the 26
VAFA Divisions in 2010. They averaged 100 points for and 30 points against per game,
an average winning margin of almost 12 goals.

. The Seniors had 27 goalkickers throughout the season. The Reserves had 38, the Thirds
38, the U196 27 and the Clubbies 26. Tim Schaefer and Robert Moffatt were the VAFA
leading goalkickers in the Premier B Reserves and Club 18 (1) competition respectively

Another season over. | can@ say it was not successful because there were many highlights,
but the ultimate success did elude us again.

The senior team showed it is clearly in the upper echelon of VAFA Premier team; but also
showed in its run into the second round clash with De La Salle, that it had the potential to be
the very top team. Last year, President Grant Williams noted fithere is no substitute for early
season winso. | reiterate that. Our inability to participate in a high quality final practice
match at Old Brighton may have cost us the first eight points.

Congratulations again to our Reserves team fiT he Mighty Blues Twoso. Their third
premiership in a row was not only a great achievement, but in the way it was achieved it was
a Club lifting moment.

The VAFA format change from the Clubbies to the Thirds certainly did not play to the
advantage of the Blues. Five weeks of forfeits to us made it virtually impossible to achieve
full potential and coach and team did a tremendous job to make the finals. They also
provided great depth to the successful Reserves side.

The Under 196 were valiant, going down to second place Scotch by eight points in the last
round, in a game which, had they won, would have put them into the final four. This team
continues to provide us with the senior players of tomorrow. The fact that six players from
the previous years Under 19 team played in the Reserves premiership side is testament to the
great contribution being made to the Club at this level, and we look forward to all of those
players graduating to the senior team in the future.

The Club is about the players and the teams, but it can only succeed with a tremendous
amount of work behind the scenes.

All of the Office Bearers, Board Members, Delegates, Sponsors, Coaches, support staff,
award winners and VAFA representatives are comprehensively listed in the body of this
report. | want to thank and congratulate every single person mentioned for their contribution
to the ongoing success of the University Blues as a Club.

Whilst everyone has contributed so generously in 2010, | wish to single out a few for my
personal special thanks.

Firstly to the immediate Past President Grant Williams; as | said at the Presentation Night,
Grant remains the real fimover and shakerd of the Blues and | thank him in particular for his
advice and guidance.

Dave has overseen every aspect of operations and
administration for the Club in 2010. He is indefatigable, he is accurate and concise and we
couldn& have made it without him. And I am sure Dave would join me in nominating Neil
Turner as the recruit of the year.
